                  Assessor Clanton said personal property schedules would be going out after the first of the year. 

Inspections are ongoing with 6,000 parcels to be inspected this year. They have 3 appeals with 3 large 

apartment complexes that are low income housing tax credits. Two attorneys with the state as well as two 

regional supervisors are assisting with the appeal and they will probably not be heard until next year. 

Commissioner Wilson asked about a home that sold at auction for $40,000 that was appraised for tax 

purposes at $95,000. Assessor Clanton said they could come before the County Board and appeal and if 

they pull sales in that area that indicate in an arms length transaction that the price should be lowered it can 

be changed.

                Circuit Court Clerk Smith said they had 288 new juvenile cases this quarter, issued 94 Orders of 

Protection. 628 new civil cases, 1865 criminal and General Sessions cases, 31 cases went to the Grand Jury 

and they had 12 jury trials.

                 Clerk Prater said the new computer system for the State of Tennessee was still not completed 

and she had been invited to Nashville to look at a demo of a system designed for Motor Vehicle by 3 M 

Corp. This  system is working wonderfully in several other states and if considered by Tennessee would 

still take 1 to 2 ½ years to fine tune  for TN laws. She stated she was short staffed due to one employee out 

with serious medical problems.

                Director Ray Butrum stated they hired their last budgeted position about three weeks ago. The  

school system has about 170 more students this year than last which amounts to about a 2% growth. He 

said he had talked to Mayor Ray about some guidance from the County Commission for them to look at 

some options they can explore on the Cascade High School building.

                  Superintendent Smotherman said the reconfiguration of the new intersection at 41 A and 

Unionville Deason Road had been finished. He has a meeting this week with TDOT officials concerning 

some damage to county roads by the construction that went on while building the new bypass. He said 

waste was still being hauled to Murfreesboro and they are in the process of getting into the Interlocal Solid 

Waste Authority. The tonnage disposal amount has decreased over the last several months and he 

contributes this to people being more educated about recycling. Upon question from Commissioner Wilson, 

Superintendent Smotherman stated that the last road  paving project was done over five years ago. At 

present it is costing $100,000 per mile. He said this was going to need considering in the near future.
