Commissioner Vannatta asked if these animals would be kept in the home to which 

Chairman Ray responded, yes.  Director Gregory said it would be left to the discretion of 

himself or Jeremy Williams at the Health Department.  Commissioner Tillett said they 

were not talking about rabid animals, only animals that had bitten and were in quarantine.  

Motion to approve Item 8.D.A. then passed by unanimous vote of the Board. 

Commissioner Wilson asked to suspend the rules to talk about the $30,000.00 for 

psychological exams for inmates.  Motion to suspend passed on a show of hands.  Financial 

Director Daniel said if the District Attorney refers inmates for a psychological exam the 

County has to pay for it.  Commissioner Barrett said the county has not been charged in 

the past, but the firm doing the exams ran across a statute that says the County can be 

billed and all of a sudden this bill came up from the past.  Chairman Ray said the state had 

the authority to request these examinations.  Director Daniel said the county gets 

reimbursed for state prisoners, not county prisoners.
